Introduction of Silk
  1. Definition of Silk
Silk is a fabric made from the fine threads produced by silkworm cocoons.

2. Deprivation of Silk
According to the legend, it was Lei Zu(嫘祖), Huang Emperor's wife who invented the silk. And the silk existed before the middle of the 3rd millennium BC. Due to the long history and its huge influence, China is known as a Silk Country.

3. Three Best Known Brocades
   1) Nanjing Brocade (Yun Jin) in Nanjing, Jiangsu Province.
     Nanjing Brocade was originated in Nanjing, Jiangsu Province, it was known as Yun Jin(Cloud Brocade) because it is as beautiful as the clouds at sunset. Nanjing Brocade was listed as an intangible cultural heritage of humanity in 2009, it represents the highest achievement of Chinese silk weaving technology.
   2) Song Brocade（Song Jin) in Hangzhou, Zhejiang Province.
   3) Sichuan Brocade  (Shu Jin）in Chengdu, Sichuan Province.

Silk Road
In the past, we Chinese created the ancient Silk Road. And in modern time, we have Maritime Silk Road.
 
1) Ancient Silk Road
[bookmark: _GoBack]Zhang Qian went on a mission to the western regions, from Changan to Seleucid. Later, the silk road developed and stretched from Changan, pass through Tajikstan, Afghanistan, Iran, Iraq, Syria, Turkey, to Italy(Rome).
2) Maritime Silk Road
It is also known as Maritime Spice Road. There are two routes: China East Sea Route and China South Sea Route.

We Chinese people sent out our Chinese Tea, pottery, lacquerware and silk to the western countries, and they sent in their spice, jewelry, carrots, medicine and grape to China. It is out of question that Silk Road plays an irreplaceable role in history.
