Jesus Introduction
Jesus was a Jewish preacher and religious leader who has become the central figure of Christianity. But he was arrested and tried by the Jewish authorities. Jesus betrayed by the apostle(门徒) Judas, was crucified by the Romans, and his resurrection(复活) three days after his death was taken as proof of his divinity.
After Jesus’ death, his followers believed he was resurrected, and the community they formed eventually became the Christian Church. His birth on December 25 as a holiday known as Christmas, and his resurrection is celebrated on Easter.

Bible
The Bible is a collection of religious texts or scriptures sacred to Christians, Jews and others. It appears in the form of an anthology, a compilation of texts of a variety of forms that are all linked by the belief that they are collectively revelations of God. These texts include theologically-focused historical accounts, hymns, prayers, proverbs, parables, didactic letters, erotica, poetry, and prophecies. Believers also generally consider the Bible to be a product of divine inspiration.
The Bible has had a massive influence on literature and history, especially in the Western world, where the Gutenberg Bible was the first book printed using movable type. According to the March 2007 edition of Time, the Bible "has done more to shape literature, history, entertainment, and culture than any book ever written. Its influence on world history is unparalleled, and shows no signs of abating."  With estimated total sales of over 5 billion copies, it is widely considered to be the best-selling book of all time. As of the 2000s, it sells approximately 100 million copies annually.
